Stated Clerk Rhoades presented the second reading of the proposed Overture to the 227th 

General Assembly (2026) from Covenant Presbyterian Church to amend G-2.0804.  The 

Presbytery APPROVED 

proposing the overture to the 227th General Assembly as submitted. 

 

Overture to the General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church (USA) 

To change the language of the Book of Order G-2.0804 

 

G-2.0804 Terms of Call  

The terms of call shall always meet or exceed any minimum requirement of the presbytery in 

effect when the call is made. The session shall review annually the ministerôs terms of call and 

shall propose for congregational action (G-1.0501) such changes as the session deems 
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appropriate, provided that they meet the presbyteryôs minimum requirements. The call shall 

include participation in the benefits income protection plan (pension) of the Presbyterian Church 

(U.S.A.), and may include participation in the medical plan, including both pension and medical 

coverage, or any successor plan approved by the General Assembly. If a congregation and 

pastor elect not to participate in the medical benefits plan of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), 

an acceptable alternative for medical coverage for the pastor and their family must be presented 

to the appropriate committee or commission of the Presbytery for approval. 

 

Rationale: The new Benefits plan of the Board of Pensions places greater financial burden on 

churches and pastors with dependents, compared to pastors without dependents, or leaves the 

pastorôs family uncovered. This amendment addresses this inequity by giving pastors freedom 

and flexibility to find options that best suit their familyôs needs.

The summer meeting is tentative since the Presbytery may vote this year to reduce the number of 

meetings. 

 

Rhoades presented the first reading of a revision of the By-Laws and Standing Rules to reduce 

the committees, network coordinating teams, and committee sizes in the Presbyteryôs structure.  

The suggested revisions also include reducing the number of required Presbytery meetings to 

two and makes additional corrections based on changes in the Book of Order and changes in 

current staff operations.  Concern was voiced by commissioners about reducing the required 

number of meetings per year.  Rhoades requested that commissioners provide their input before 

the summer Presbytery meeting. 

 

Rhoades reported that the Finance and Property Commission settled the mortgage grants held 

with the Presbyterian Investment and Loan Program for six churches in the Presbytery.  The 

grants were procured to build church buildings. Commissioners voiced thanks to the Presbytery 

for satisfying these mortgage grants. 

 

Rhoades reminded the body that his term as stated clerk will end in October and to look for 

someone with gifts to serve as the next stated clerk. 

 

Rhoades invited MWS Seth Finch to bring the report for the Administrative Commission to First 

Presbyterian Church of Raton.  Finch reported that the AC visited in worship and met with the 

congregation in October.  The congregation held the last service in December and will have a 

closing service in the future.  Many of the members have moved to worshipping at the Methodist 

church.  The AC is looking for a use of the buildings that will have a positive impact on the 
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community.  The AC is working jointly with the Methodist church to utilize the remaining 

resources of the church. 

 

XIII.  FAITH SHARING  

MWS Christopher Small was introduced and shared his faith journey.  He has transferred 

membership from Highlands Presbytery. Small started serving as the Manager of Spiritual Care 

at Presbyterian Hospital in July of 2024.  He hopes to rebuild the Clinical Pastoral Education 

program in Albuquerque. 

 

XIV.  CORPORATION MEETING  

The Presbytery RECESSED and CONVENED the Corporation, The Presbytery of Santa Fe, for 

the purpose of electing corporate officers. 

1) Our Presbytery Bylaws provide that the Presbytery establishes a Board of Trustees which 

shall be responsible for fulfilling the corporate responsibilities of The Presbytery of Santa 

Fe. 

2) The members of the Finance and Property Commission and the Ecclesiastical Officers of 

the Presbytery shall comprise the Board of Trustees of the Presbytery. 

3) The Officers of the Board of Trustees shall be a President, who is the Moderator of the 

Presbytery; a Secretary, who is the Stated Clerk of the Presbytery; and a Treasurer, who 

is the Treasurer of the Presbytery. 

The Presbytery ELECTED  the following persons to serve as officers of the Corporation, The 

Presbytery of Santa Fe, a New Mexico non-profit Corporation, effective January 1, 2025: MWS 

Virginia Bairby, President; Elder Carlie Elliott, Treasurer; Elder Stephen Rhoades, Secretary.  

 

The Corporation ADJOURNED and RECONVENED as The Presbytery of Santa Fe, a mid-

council of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.). 

 

XV. MODERATOR REPORT  

Moderator Bairby introduced this yearôs theme of ñTransitioning Wellò with the focus this 

month of ñDying Wellò.  Bairby spoke about the reality of the institutional church changing 

significantly and that some ministries and churches will die; that dying is a starting point on the 

journey to resurrection and we need not fear death because we believe in resurrection even 

though we do not know what it might look like.  The assembly broke out into groups and 

discussed the following questions: 

 1. When have you witnessed a ñgoodò death of a loved one? What did it look like? 

2. What, if anything, have you thought about your own death? 

3. What is something that is dying/has died in your congregation? 

4. What is something that is being born/being raised in your congregation? 

5. What is something in your congregation that might need to die or fade away now?  

6. If that thing died, what might it make way for? 

 

Bairby, who also serves as the Moderator of the La Jicarita Cluster of Churches, announced that 

the Cluster has decided to transition and become a fellowship of solidarity and support instead of 
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conducting business as an association.  The Cluster is working to get its affairs in order by June 

30th. 

 

XVI.  ANNOUNCEMENTS, CELEBRATIONS, & CONCERNS

Luke Rembold, Youth and Young Adult Ministry Coordinator, reported on the Fall youth retreat 

attended by 17 youth representing 7 churches.  Rembold also announced the opportunity for 

youth this summer to attend Youth Week at Ghost Ranch and Presbyterian Youth Triennium. 

 

XVIII.  COMMISSION ON MINISTRY REPORT  

MWS Madeline Hart-Andersen shared that COM has changed how the members interact with 

churches.  COM had been working in teams assigned to specific churches but is now organized 

into three teams that specialize in the areas of transitions, relationships, and working with 

churches in need of planning for the future. 

 

Hart-Andersen presented the motion to increase the minimum terms of call for ministers, 

commissioned pastors, and certified Christian educators. The COM based its recommendation on 

many considerations such as the tension between the pastors and the congregation, the need to be 

competitive, the difference in urban and rural areas, and the need to right-size the minimum to 

better match what pastors currently receive in the presbytery.  The Presbytery APPROVED 

increasing the minimum salary compensation for full-time ministers, commissioned pastors, and 

certified Christian educators to $51,000 for the year 2026 and $55,000 for the year 2027. 

 

Elder Tanya Blankinship recognized the honorable retirement of the Rev. Doug Hucke and 

shared about his years of ministry and his service at Sandia Presbyterian Church.  Rev. Hucke 

also shared words of gratitude.

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congregation. The Presbytery APPROVED the terms of New Mexico Association of Realtors -- 

2025 Version of Purchase Agreement -- Commercial providing for the sale by the Presbytery and 

purchase of Tracts A-3-A 0.73 acres; A-3-B 1.53 acres along with current church building 

improvements; A-3-C 1.22 acres otherwise known as 3907 Isleta Blvd, SW, Albuquerque, NM 

87105 for $925,000 paid in cash at closing from Ediberto Ramos or LLC assignee to be formed, 

on behalf of Restaurando Corazones (Restoring Hearts Church).  The Presbytery authorizes the 

Stated Clerk to conduct a Phase I Environmental Assessment and perform an ALTA survey on 

the property as required by the terms of the Purchase Agreement -- Commercial.  Furthermore, 

the Presbytery authorizes the President of the Corporation to sign the form of Purchase 

Agreement -- Commercial for the sale of 3907 Isleta Blvd SW, Albuquerque, NM  87105 and 

any warranty deed, closing statement or other documents associated with the closing of the sale 

and purchase agreement. 

 

Elliott presented the motion regarding the need for a full audit of the financial statements ending 

December 31, 2022.  The Presbytery APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY  the motion that due to 

difficulty in locating an auditor and the failure of the auditor to perform on a timely basis, the 

Presbytery agrees to suspend the Bylaw that requires a full financial audit once every three years 

of the Presbytery's financial statements and in lieu of that requirement authorizes the Stated 

Clerk to have a financial review by an external auditor instead of a full financial audit for the 

financial statements of the Presbytery for the years ending December 31, 2022 and December 31, 

2023 with a full financial audit to be conducted on the financial statements of the Presbytery for 

the year ending December 31, 2024. 

 

Elliott presented the motion to guarantee a loan to First Presbyterian Church of Albuquerque.  

The Presbytery APPROVED to authorize the Assistant Stated Clerk to: (1) sign on behalf of the 

Presbytery page 6 of a loan application from First Presbyterian Church, Albuquerque for a 

proposed sanctuary renovation loan of up to $300,000 from the Presbyterian Investment and 

Loan Program stating that the Presbytery has reviewed and approved the construction project; 

and, (2) to sign a form of Presbytery Guaranty required by the Presbyterian Investment and Loan 

Program on the proposed sanctuary renovation loan of up to $300,000 for First Presbyterian 

Church, Albuquerque guaranteeing payment of this loan. 

 

The Presbytery RECEIVED the Commission on Finance and Property Report as part of the 

Consent Agenda. 

Finance and Property Annual Report ï 2024 

The Presbytery continues to be blessed by the financial support from the churches and minister 

members.  Per capita giving was $117,063 and unified mission giving was $129,581.  Combined 

with other mission giving, the total giving of our churches was a generous $360,731. 

Regarding the operating budget, the total operating income was $366,158.  This includes a 

transfer of the ABQYAV reserves to cover its expenses for the year before closing the program.  

The total operating expenses of $ 367,702 resulting in a deficit of $1,544.  Expenses stayed well 

within the projected budget for the year, despite needing to cover all utilities and maintenance of 

the property on Isleta after the closure of Camino de Vida. 
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The Presbyteryôs investment portfolio had a positive return of 12.27% and ended the year at 

$2,148,567.  The additional income of $243,015. from the investments and other accounts offsets 

the yearôs deficit, ending the year with a positive income of $241,471. 

The Isleta property was listed for sale in December.  No other changes were made to Presbytery 

owned property.  Due to changes in staff, the Presbytery office decided to relocate to a different 

location within the main building of First Presbyterian Church.  Although the space is smaller, 

the Presbyteryôs rental cost will remain the same since FPC cover all utility management and 

cleaning.  The Presbytery maintains a commercial liability, workerôs compensation, and umbrella 

policy with Church Mutual.

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#12a- Statement of Faith- J. Aaron Nagel 
Through the love of God, faith in the assurance of salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ and through 

the sustaining presence of the Holy Spirit, I trust in the one Triune God whom alone I worship and serve. 

I believe that God is good and is the same yesterday, today and forever - infinite and eternal. The love of 

God is ultimately expressed in the sending of God's Son Jesus into the world to suffer and die for 

people's sins.

2. Authorized the Stated Clerk and Associate Stated Clerk to execute the 
Certification/Resolution For Presbytery Guarantor and Certificate of Incumbency 
for the Presbyterian Investment and Loan ProgramΩǎ όtL[tύ loan to First 
Presbyterian Church of Albuquerque.  The action approved the presented 
documents from PILP that were received after the approval from the Presbytery 
at its February 22, 2025 meeting to guarantee the loan.

1. The Presbytery closed the sale of 3907 Isleta Blvd SW, Albuquerque on April 30, 
2025.  After some minor renegotiation and closing costs, the total received from 
the sale was $855,080.87. 

2. Members of the commission and Presbytery staff have met with the ƭŀƴŘƻǿƴŜǊǎΩ 
group of the L-S Cooper Ranch and the Sandia Mountain Retreats organization in 
regards to the future relationship between the three organizations and use of the 
land owned by the Presbytery in the Sandia Mountains. 

3. Members of the commission and Presbytery staff have met with the director of 
Barrios Unidos, tenant of the John Hyson School property in Chimayo.  The task 
force is exploring options for good stewardship of the property and maintaining 
the services provided to the community on the property.
